VISIT TO FLEET AIR ARM MUSEUM YEOVIL  –  WEDNESDAY, 4 MARCH 2020 
 
On Wednesday, 4 March we have planned an exciting trip for the Year 6 children to the Fleet Air 
Museum, RNAS Yeovilton.  This will be a wonderful experience to expand our topic “A Child’s War”.  
We will be participating in a WWII workshop based on ‘War on the Homefront’.  We will be finding out 
about the effect the war with Germany from 1939 - 1945 had on civilians, especially children, 
experiencing the conflict on the Homefront. 
 
To add to the experience of the day, it would be fantastic if the children could wear ‘authentic’ style 
WWII clothing. (Please do not go to a lot of expense to achieve this, homemade is best and we have 
provided a link below to help.)   The children will also need a brown gas mask box, which we will be 
asking them to make at home.  Evacuation labels will be attached to them before we arrive at the 
museum. All accompanying adults are also asked to enter into the spirit of the day!

The children need a packed lunch, based upon food which would have been eaten in the 1940’s.  This 
could be corned beef, spam or jam sandwiches, fruit (but not bananas or nuts), wrapped in brown or 
greaseproof paper and a bottle of water. (If you have ordered a school meal by ParentPay, the main 

choice will be provided with a Ham Sandwich and the vegetarian choice will be provided with a 
Cheese Sandwich.  Please do not worry that the choices shown on ParentPay are for hot meals – this 
will be substituted for packed lunches.)  
 
The children will need to be at school for 8.15 am for an 8.30 am departure and returning by approx      
5 pm.  Please make arrangements for your child to be collected from school.  When we arrive back at 
Priestley, all children will be taken into the hall and parents will collect from the hall fire doors. 
 
Please complete the permission slip below and return to your Class Teacher by Monday,                 
24 February.  We would also appreciate volunteers to come along with us, so please let us know if 
you are available to help on the slip below and we will contact you to confirm details.
